Philadelphia, PA -- On Friday, December 3rd, 2010, The Philadelphia Area Association of Healthcare Recruiters (PAAHCR) presented a check in the amount of $2,520.00 to the Eagles Youth Partnership (EYP) to support literacy for children through the Eagles Book Mobile Program.
PAAHCR began the Buck$ for Book$ initiative to enhance nursing and allied health career awareness to a younger audience through the funding and distribution of books depicting health care career choices to children in the Philadelphia region. Funds were raised through monthly raffles held at PAAHCR meetings and matched by the PAAHCR treasury.

According to regional statistics, 25% of Americans cannot read a book to their children and approximately 45% of the children in Philadelphia’s public schools are not reading at grade level by 4th grade.

The Eagles Youth Partnership will use the donation for the Eagles Book Mobile which has distributed over 415,000 books to children in the Philadelphia area since 2000. Approximately four books will be provided for every ten dollars that were donated by PAAHCR. By encouraging reading for pleasure as well as introducing a health care career component, PAAHCR is assisting in directing the future of the healthcare workforce of tomorrow.
